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Executive summary

The EU Emergency Trust Fund for Africa (EUTF for
Africa) was set up to support the most vulnerable
and marginalised people, including refugees,
internally displaced people, migrants and members
of host communities. Over the last 7 years, it
has provided great momentum for a coordinated
response by the European Union, its Member
States and other donors to multiple challenges
across the Sahel and Lake Chad, Horn of Africa and
North of Africa regions.

In 2022, the situation of vulnerable populations
across the three regions remained challenged by
political instability, conflicts, the growing effects of
climate change and rising food and energy prices.
The Russian aggression on Ukraine added an
additional strain, while the impact of the COVID-19
pandemic was still tangible. The economic inflation
combined with severe droughts, floods and local
conflicts impacted the economy negatively across
the continent.

In this context, the EUTF for Africa pursued its
efforts to foster stability and address migration
and forced displacement challenges, including
their root causes, in close cooperation with African
partners. In doing so, it continued to support partner
countries’ efforts, through programmes targeting
its main strategic objectives: greater economic and
employment opportunities; strengthening resilience
of communities; improved migration management
and improved governance and conflict prevention.

While the contracting period had been extended
until December 2021, as of January 2022 new
financial commitments or budgetary top-ups could
no longer be contracted under the EUTF for Africa.
As recalled in the ninth board meeting of the Trust
Fund at the end of November 2022, financial
commitments related to administrative activities
such as audits, evaluations, monitoring and
communication activities will now be the only ones

possible. The total amount of approved operational
programmes hence remained the same as in 2021
(EUR 4 935.1 million).

In line with the end of its contracting phase, the
EUTF for Africa did not receive additional funding
from Member States or the EU in 2022.

Programmes approved in 2021 or before continued
to be implemented, in line with the scheduled end
of the Trust Fund’s implementation phase, set for
31 December 2025. Between the beginning of the
Trust Fund and the end of 2022, 248 programmes
were approved. Operational payments since the
beginning of the Trust Fund for Africa amount to
EUR 4 175.1 million.

In 2022, EUTF for Africa programmes were
implemented, as in previous years, by a wide array
of implementing partners including EU Member
States’ and other donors’ agencies, UN agencies
and international organisations with expertise and
experience in specific areas, international and local
civil society organisations, or directly by partner
countries through budget support.

Throughout the year, the EUTF for Africa produced
new concrete and visible results in its different
areas of work, some of which are presented in
Chapter 2 of this report. In 2022, the Monitoring
& Learning System (MLS) published two reports
each for the Horn of Africa and Sahel and Lake
Chad regions (one annual report for 2021 and one
for the first half of 2022) and one annual report
until end-July 2022 for the North of Africa region.
These reports are gradually providing more
information on outcome analysis, building on
programme data and evidence from evaluation
reports. All data produced, aggregated per
country or per specific objective, are available on
the Monitoring and Evaluation page of the EUTF
for Africa website®
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In 2023, the European Court of Auditors (ECA)
will carry out a performance audit of the EUTF for
Africa. The final audit report should be available
in 2024. A final evaluation of the EUTF Africa is
also planned towards the end of the Trust Fund’s
implementation period.

In 2022, the EUTF for Africa continued to communicate
about its programmes and achievements and make
information onits activities transparent and accessible
to a broader audience. The EUTF for Africa’s dedicated
website remained the main resource informing
stakeholders and the public about progress in the
Trust Fund’s different areas, through the publication
of programme news and stories, various reports and
updated financial data. For technical reasons, the
Trust Fund website will be transferred to a different
platform in the first half of 2023. Preparation work for
a smooth transition began in the last quarter of 2022
and efforts are under way to ensure the new website
provides the same level of detail and information
as the current one. Communication activities were
successfully implemented in 2022 by programmes
funded by the EUTF for Africa, including the first

Mediterranean Urban Migration Forum organised by
the Mediterranean City-to-City Migration (MC2CM)
project. Programmes’ visibility was also ensured
by initiatives implemented at country level by EU
Delegations and their local partners, and by stories
collected in the field and shared on the EUTF for
Africa website.

While the EUTF for Africa will not fund new
programmes in the future, it has been instrumental
in helping design and develop a coordinated
approach to migration and forced displacement
issues at European and global level. As such, the
new Neighbourhood, Development and International
Cooperation (NDICI) - Global Europe Instrument
identifies migration and forced displacement as a key
area for cooperation with partner countries; some
programmes approved as part of this instrument are
a continuation of EUTF-funded programmes. Trust
Fund programmes are further contributing to the
two new Team Europe Initiatives (TEls) focused on
the Atlantic/Western Mediterranean and the Central
Mediterranean migratory routes.

HORN OF AFRICA




Sahel/Lake Chad

The security situation in the Sahel and Lake Chad
region remained of concern in 2022, with high
levels of violence and intercommunal tensions
in addition to an unstable political situation. The
rise of commodity and food prices, combined with
severe droughts, floods and conflicts, have plunged
the Sahel and Lake Chad region into its worst
food crisis in over a decade. As of June 2022, an
estimated 38 million people will be suffering from
hunger in West Africa. In parallel, displacement
continued to increase, with 4.6 million people
being internally displaced or refugees in Burkina
Faso, Mali, Niger, Chad and Mauritania (up from 4.2
million in December 2021).

The total funding approved in the Sahel and Lake
Chad region since the beginning of the EUTF for
Africa is EUR 2 217.8 million.

The Horn of Africa

In 2022, in the Horn of Africa region, drought
and environmental degradations, exacerbated by
skyrocketing food and fuel prices, led to a food
security crisis, particularly in Ethiopia, Kenya and
Somalia, with about 20 million people struggling
to survive and more than an estimated 50 million
people in the whole region currently facing acute
food insecurity. Floods have also significantly
contributed to displacement, notably in Sudan
and South Sudan. While persisting instability and
conflicts further worsened the situation in the
region, encouraging political developments took
place in Kenya and Somalia and, towards the end
of the year, in Ethiopia and Sudan.

The funding approved in the Horn of Africa region
since the beginning of the EUTF for Africa is EUR
1 810 million.

The North of Africa

In 2022, increasing food and energy prices,
combined with the destabilising impact of the
Russian aggression on Ukraine, the still tangible
economic and social impact of COVID-19, and
the growing effects of climate change, formed
a combination of adverse external factors that
affected countries in the North of Africa region.
On the Central Mediterranean route, over 100 000
migrants and refugees arrived this year, departing
mainly from Libya and Tunisia, and originating
primarily from Egypt, Tunisia and Bangladesh. This
represents an increase of over 50% in comparison
to 2021 and a significant shift in the composition
of irreqular migrants crossing the Mediterranean,
from mainly Sub-Saharan Africans to a majority of
North Africans and Asians.

The overall amount of approved funding in the
North of Africa region since the beginning of the
EUTF for Africa is EUR 907.3 million.

The results for each region are detailed under
Chapter 2 of the annual report. Chapters 3 and 4
present the financial report for 2022 and provide
an overview of the management and internal
control systems in place.




CHAPTER 1
OVERVIEW OF THE YEAR 2022



1.1 2022 at a glance

The year 2022 was marked by the global impact of
Russia’s warof aggressionagainst Ukraine. Inaddition
to the arrival of millions of Ukrainian refugees in
the European Union?, there was concern about the
connection between food insecurity caused by the
war and migration movements, in particular from
Africa to Europe. Before Russia’s invasion, about a
quarter of agri-food commaodities and 82% of wheat
in Egypt originated from Russia and Ukraine, while
a number of Sub-Saharan countries received more
than half their wheat from these two countries.
Through the Black Sea Grain initiative, a mechanism
was established under the auspices of the United
Nations for the safe transportation of grain, related
foodstuffs and fertiliser, from designated Ukrainian
ports to global markets. Despite this context, so
far there is no strong evidence of an immediate,
direct relationship between food insecurity and
international migration. This is because migration
flows are shaped by multiple drivers?, including the
lasting consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic,
the deterioration of the overall economic situation
and climate change.

These geopolitical developments have shown
once more the importance of strengthening the
partnership between African countries and the
European Union. The sixth European Union-African
Union summit took place on 17-18 February 2022
in Brussels. EU and AU leaders agreed on a joint
vision for a renewed partnership, which includes an
enhanced and reciprocal partnership for migration
and mobility with the aim to:

prevent irregular migration;

- enhance cooperation against smuggling and
trafficking in human beings;

- support strengthened border management
and achieve effective improvements on return,
readmission and reintegration;

. find durable solutions for asylum seekers,
refugees and vulnerable migrants in need of
international protection;

- further strengthen asylum systems;
keep addressing the root causes of irregular
migration and forced displacement; and
enhance cooperation on tackling all issues
related to migration.

Migration dialogues between the EU and Africa
remained an important component of the
partnership between the two continents, and they
were very active in 2022.

On 13-14 December, the Rabat Process, under the
Spanish presidency, held a Ministerial Conference
in Cadiz (Spain). The conference adopted a political
declaration and a renewed action plan for 2023-
2027. As aresult, its Steering Committee was joined
by four new members: Niger, Nigeria, the Netherlands
and Switzerland. In 2023, the presidency of the Rabat
Process will be held by Morocco. Previously, four
high-level thematic meetings had been organised
on migration and development (May 2022), on
border management (July 2022), on legal migration
(September 2022) and on remittances (November
2022). The Khartoum Process continued organising
thematic meetings on legal pathways (July 2022) in
Mombasa, Kenya; on climate change and migration
(October 2022) in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia and on
irregular migration (November 2022) in Cairo.

As part of the follow-up to the sixth EU-AU summit,
the members of the AU-EU-UN Tripartite Taskforce
on the Situation of Stranded Migrant and Refugees
in Libya met on 1 November in Addis Ababa,
Ethiopia, to revitalise its work. The taskforce was put
in place by the AU, the EU and the UN in November
2017, at the margins of the fifth EU AU summit
in Abidjan, aiming to save and protect the lives of

migrants and refugees along the migratory routes,
and in particular inside Libya. This enabled the
launch of a major assisted voluntary humanitarian
return programme and evacuation operation. Key
achievements of the taskforce include facilitating
the return of over 60 000 stranded migrants to
their countries of origin and the mobilisation of AU
Member States to take action - this is exemplified
by Rwanda and Niger, which enabled the evacuation
of about 5 200 vulnerable refugees and asylum
seekers from Libya through the Emergency Transit
Mechanism. Finally, on 12 December, the EU, EU
Member States and African partners launched in
Brussels two Team Europe Initiatives (TEls) focused
on the Atlantic/Western Mediterranean and the
Central Mediterranean migratory routes. The two
initiatives bring together African and European
countries of origin, transit and destination in a
whole-of-route approach. They will create new
opportunities for coordination with partner countries,
international partners and relevant UN agencies.

As regards migration trends, the Central
Mediterranean route continues to be one of the most
active routes, with most arrivals to Italy. The total
number of irreqular arrivals to Italy and Malta along
the Central Mediterranean route was 105 580, an
increase of 54% compared to 2021. To address the
immediate challenges along this migratory route,
the European Commission presented an EU action
plan on the Central Mediterranean* in advance of
the extraordinary Justice and Home Affairs Council
of 25 November 2022. The action plan proposes
20 measures for the EU and its Member States to:
(i) step up cooperation with partner countries and
international organisations, including through the
launch of the related Team Europe Initiative; (ii)
strengthen cooperation between all actors involved in
search and rescue; and (iii) reinforce implementation
of the Voluntary Solidarity Mechanism.

The total number of irregular arrivals to Spain
on the Western Mediterranean/Atlantic route
decreased by 26% (sea arrivals to the Canary

Islands decreased by 30%): 31 219 arrivals (15 682
to the Canary Islands), compared with 40 662 (22
052 to the Canary Islands) during the same period
in 2021. In contrast, arrivals by land to Ceuta and
Melilla increased by 24%. In July 2022, the Council
authorised the European Commission to open
negotiations on status agreements between the EU
and Mauritania®, and between the EU and Senegal®,
to allow operational activities to be carried out
by the European Border and Coast Guard Agency
(Frontex) in both countries, under the authority of
the respective governments.

On migration policy, the EU institutions are making
progress on the New Pact on Migration and
Asylum, including in its external dimension. The
EU Agency for Asylum, succeeding the European
Asylum Support Office, stepped up its operations
in January 2022 when the Regulation establishing
the Agency entered into force. In April 2022, the
European Commission proposed a set of ‘Skills and
Talent’ proposals to address current demographic
and migration challenges in the EU and prepare for
future needs. The proposals include the roll-out of
talent partnerships with non-EU countries, including
in Africa. In May 2022, the Return Coordinator
took office at the Commission to promote a more
coherent and effective approach to returns. In June
2022, under the French Presidency of the Council
of the EU, Member States agreed on negotiation
mandates for the Screening and Eurodac
Regulations. These are key proposals for better and
more effective procedures to help tackle irregular
migration, improve returns and better support the
asylum system. Political agreement was reached on
7 September 2022 on a joint roadmap between the
European Parliament and the rotating Presidencies
of the Council of the EU. The agreement lays the
grounds for enhanced dialogue on the New Pact,
providing impetus for the conclusion of negotiations
by February 2024 on all pending legislative files
related to asylum and migration management.

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The new NDICI- Global Europe Instrument identifies
migration and forced displacement as a key area
for cooperation with partner countries. The basis
of the EU’s overall financial assistance to African
countries for the coming years are the country and
regional multiannual indicative programmes (MIPs)
adopted since December 2021. New actions based
on the MIPs were adopted in 2022. The first annual
report on NDICI — Global Europe was published in
December 2022; the report included an overview
of migration-related spending’.

Seven years after its establishment, the EU
Emergency Trust Fund (EUTF) for Africa, continued
to support stability and to address migration and
forced displacement challenges (including their root
causes) and opportunities, in close cooperation with
African partners. Ongoing EUTF projects in relevant
countries contribute to the two new TEls addressing
migration in Africa.

Sahel and Lake Chad

Levels of violence remained high in the Sahel, with
continued activity by Al Qaeda and Islamic West
Africa Province (ISWAP) militants. The number of
attacks in southern Burkina Faso increased by 143%
between January 2021 and May 2022, and violent
incidents have also become more frequent in Ghana
and Benin since the start of 2022, involving Togo for
the first time in May 2022. The Sahel and Lake Chad
region was also subject to a rising number of cases
of intercommunal violence, notably in northern Chad
and northwestern Nigeria.

In a deteriorating security context, the political
situation in the Sahel and Lake Chad region remained
unstable in 2022, although there were also positive
developments in the second quarter of the year. Two
military coups took place in 2022 in Burkina Faso, in
January and September. In Chad, tensions remained
high between the military regime of Mahamat Déby
and opposition parties. Mediation led by ECOWAS in
April paved the way for the lifting of economic and
political sanctions in Burkina Faso and in Mali.

Since the onset of war in Ukraine, global food prices
have rapidly increased, gravely affecting African
countries. As countries in the region are dependent
on food and fuel imports, the impact of rising global
commodity prices on national budgets and domestic
food, energy, and consumer prices is consequential.

Debt payment defaults in Mali rose to USD 180
million, due partly to the aforementioned external
shock affecting the region and partly due to
economic sanctions imposed on the new military
regime. Burkina Faso is also heavily affected by
the funding freeze of large donors, and its public
debt is now estimated at about EUR 750 million.
In addition, due to the economic and energy crisis,
many donors recently announced the reduction of
their development assistance to Africa for 2023.
Adding to the rise in commodity and food prices,
severe droughts, floods and conflicts have plunged
the Sahel and Lake Chad region into its worst
food crisis in over a decade. As of June 2022, an
estimated 38 million people will be suffering from
hunger in West Africa.

Internal displacement continued unabated in
the Sahel and Lake Chad region. The number of
displaced people continued to increase sharply. As of
June 2022, 4.6 million people were either internally
displaced (IDPs) or refugees living in Burkina Faso,
Mali, Niger, Chad and Mauritania, up from 4.2 million
in December 2021.

Horn of Africa

In 2022, the Horn of Africa region faced the
consequences of climate change and persisting
instability and conflict. Nevertheless, there were
some positive political developments in Kenya,
Somalia and, more recently, in Ethiopia and Sudan.

Drought and environmental degradation continued
to affect the situation of millions of people in
the region. Ethiopia, Kenya and Somalia are the
countries mostly affected by the ongoing drought,
with about 20 million people struggling to survive.

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Combined with the effects of the war in Ukraine,
this has led to significant inflation throughout the
Horn of Africa - in particular in food and fuel prices.
More than an estimated 50 million people in the
region are currently facing acute food insecurity
compared to 42 million in 2021 - a situation that
will likely deteriorate in the coming months. Floods
have also contributed significantly to displacement,
particularly in Sudan and South Sudan.

To address this dramatic situation, the EU has
made political and financial commitments in
support of the affected populations. In April 2022,
the EU and its Member States pledged EUR 633
million to help address the food security crisis in
Ethiopia, Kenya and Somalia. In June 2022, the
President of the European Commission Ursula
von der Leyen announced an additional EUR 600
million financial support to help partner countries in
Africa, Caribbean and the Pacific cope with the food
emergency and step-up production. Of this amount,
EUR 84 million were allocated to the Horn of Africa.

Aside climate change impacts, ongoing conflicts
and insecurity continued to plague the region in
2022. The crisis in Ethiopia persisted most of the
year despite a five-month truce. In addition to
the dramatic humanitarian consequences and the
allegations of human rights violations, millions
were internally displaced or sought refuge outside
the country. The crisis has also affected the stability
and the economy of neighbouring countries, notably
Djibouti, which had otherwise followed a stable
path during 2022. The role of Eritrean forces in the
country was also a factor contributing to instability.

The signing of the permanent cessation of hostilities
agreement in Pretoria on 2 November and its
follow-up agreement in Nairobi on 12 November
were very positive steps towards sustainable peace
in Ethiopia. Further progress is however needed
before trust among the parties can be restored, and
before the affected populations are able to benefit
from peace dividends.

South Sudan is still prone to violence between
military forces and armed groups. Additionally,

dramatic flooding, worsening food insecurity and
economic destabilisation left 6.8 million people in
need of urgent life-saving aid.

In Somalia, the fight against Al Shabab (AS) made
some progress, with an intensification of counter-
insurgency operations and the liberation of a
number of towns and villages. However, this was
accompanied by punitive actions by fleeing AS
fighters against local communities, including with
the destruction of critical infrastructure.

In Kenya general elections took place in August.
Despite concerns about potential outbreaks
of violence they unfolded in a relatively calm
atmosphere and led to the appointment of a
new government under President Ruto, as well
as to improved relations with the EU. The new
administration is notably eager to play an even
more important role on peace and security in the
region.

In Sudan, over a year after the military coup, the
army and political parties signed a framework
agreement on 5 December 2022. Taking steps
towards the formation of a transitional government
and agreeing constitutional arrangements for the
transition period will prove crucial.

The EU continued to support vulnerable populations
in the region through humanitarian assistance and
development cooperation, while avoiding working
with government actors in some countries when
needed - in particular in Ethiopia and Sudan given
the situation on the ground.

On top of development cooperation funding, the
EU’'s commitment to the region is also embodied
in its continued political support to the Horn of
Africa Initiative (HoAl), with consistent participation
of Commissioner Urpilainen in HoAl ministerial
meetings, and with the holding of the 13th
Ministerial in Brussels in June. The European
Commission remains convinced that regional
economic and social integration is a key step
towards sustainable peace and development in the
Horn of Africa region. The EU is further working with

the Inter-Governmental Authority for Development
(IGAD) to support efforts towards regional peace
and security and towards implementation of the
Comprehensive Refugee Response Framework in
the Horn of Africa.

The EU will continue to closely follow the situation
in light of these developments and to support
vulnerable populations in need, in particular those
affected by drought and other environmental and
human-made crises.

North of Africa

2022 was marked by unforeseen crises, including
the Russian aggression on Ukraine, which is
expected to have a destabilising economic and
social impact in North Africa. Countries in the
region rely heavily on energy and cereal imports,
with Ukraine and Russia being major suppliers.
Increasing food and energy prices, combined with
the still tangible economic and social impact of
COVID-19, exacerbated by the growing effects of
climate change, formed a combination of adverse
external factors that affected all North African
countries.

Despite adecrease since 2015, in 2022 the number
of arrivals in Europe started to grow again across
all routes. On the Central Mediterranean route,
over 100 000 migrants and refugees arrived in
the course of the year, departing mainly from
Libya and Tunisia, and originating primarily from
Egypt, Tunisia and Bangladesh. This represents an
increase of over 50% in comparison to 2021 and
a significant shift in the composition of irregular
migrants crossing the Mediterranean, from mainly
Sub-Saharan Africans to a majority of North
Africans and Asians.

Most migrants and refugees who reached the
EU did so after hazardous journeys and with
the support of search-and-rescue operations at
sea. In November, the Commission presented an

action plan at the extraordinary Justice and Home
Affairs Council containing 20 actions to address
challenges along the Central Mediterranean
route. While cooperation on irregular migration is
satisfactory, reinforced action remains necessary,
covering the whole spectrum of migration support
from root causes to protection, legal migration,
returns and reintegration and border management,
and the fight against smuggling and trafficking in
human beings.

In 2022, arrivals in Libya via the Central
Mediterranean route saw a sharp increase
compared to 2021 (+49%). With 43 000 asylum
seekers and refugees living in a precarious
situation. Libya remained the main country of
departure towards ltaly (48 741 people). Efforts
to respond to main migratory challenges in Libya
continue under the new multiannual financial
framework (MFF).

Morocco is the principal country of departure and
origin of arrivals to the Canary Islands and still
the second most important country of departure
and of origin of arrivals to mainland Spain. During
their visits to the country in March and July this
year, Commissioners Varhelyi and Johansson
agreed on the need to provide more support for
migration management, particularly on anti-
smuggling and trafficking in human beings.

In 2022, migration to and from Tunisia reached
levels not seen since the 2011 revolution, making
it the second most important country of departure
and of origin of migrants to Italy via the Central
Mediterranean route (69% increase on 2021). The
interplay of economic and social factors appears
to be at the heart of the complex intersection of
reasons for Tunisians to migrate to the EU. It is
therefore critical to continue supporting Tunisia
in addressing its complex mixed migration
challenges.
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Increasing flows of Egyptian nationals via the
Central Mediterranean route became a source of
concernin 2022, with Egyptian nationals becoming
the first nationality of arrivals in Italy. Egypt
continues to be a destination and transit country
for regional migration, hosting nearly 290 000
refugees and asylum seekers from 60 countries
of origin, according to UNHCR. During his visit to
Egypt in October, Commissioner Varhelyi signed a

new programme to enhance border management
in response to a request for additional funding for
migration-related projects.

In 2022, despite decreasing figures, Algerians
were still the main nationality in terms of irregular
arrivals in Spain (51%), as well as being the fourth
most important country of departure to Italy.




1.2 Financial overview

- As of 31 December 2022, the total amount of resources allocated to the EUTF for Africa, including
administrative costs, was EUR 5 061.7 million . This includes:
EUR 3 385.8 miillion from the European Development Fund (EDF);
EUR 1 052.7 million from the EU budget, including the Development Cooperation Instrument (DCl), the
European Neighbourhood Instrument (ENI), the Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund (AMIF) from the
Directorate-General for Migration and Home Affaires (DG HOME) and funding from the Directorate-General
for European Civil Protection and Humanitarian Aid Operations (DG ECHO);
EUR 623.2 million from EU Member States and other donors (United Kingdom, Switzerland and Norway).

In 2022, the overall amount of contributions to the EUTF for Africa remained the same as in 2021.

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1.3 State of implementation

Following the end of the contracting period on 31 December 2021, the EUTF for Africa did not approve new
operational programmes in 2022.

The total number of approved programmes at the end of 2022 remained 248 amounting to EUR 4 935.1
million distributed as follows:

114 in the Sahel and Lake Chad (SLC), worth EUR 2 217.8 million
- 94 in the Horn of Africa (HOA), worth EUR 1 810 million
- 40 in the North of Africa (NOA), worth EUR 907.3 million
Annex | to this report contains a list of the programmes per region and their commitment and payment status.
At the end of December 2022, the amount of signed contracts reached EUR 4 915.4 million.
In 2022, 28 new contracts for an amount of EUR 2.23 million were contracted*. These contracts were only
related to administrative activities (audit, evaluation, communication, monitoring) as operational programmes

or activities cannot be funded any longer since January 2022.

Cumulative operational payments made as of the end of 2022 reached EUR 4 175.1 million.

These include EU Member States’ and other donors’ agencies, UN agencies and international organisations
with expertise and experience in specific areas, as well as international and local civil society organisations/
NGOs. Of the contracted funding, 10.7% is directly implemented by partner countries through budget
support operations.

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1.4 Research, monitoring and evaluation

Periodical monitoring and evaluation of the EUTF for
Africa’s programmes feed into the Fund’s programme
design and implementation. Monitoring and evaluation
are carried out using various channels/tools.

1.4.1 Monitoring and learning system for
the Horn of Africa and Sahel/Lake Chad

In 2022, the monitoring and learning systems (MLS)
for the Horn of Africa and Sahel and Lake Chad regions
continued the data collection and two reports were
published for each region: an annual report covering 2021
and a report covering the first half of 2022. These reports
focused mainly on cumulative outputs, but also provided
information on outcomes drawing on programme data
and evidence from independent evaluation reports. All
data produced, aggregated per country or per specific
objective, are available in the MLS reports on the
Monitoring and Evaluation page® of the EUTF for Africa
website.

The MLS teams worked jointly on several important
learning exercises. First, in 2022 they finalised a
significant piece of work on migration governance and
produced 21 country reports (12 for the Sahel and Lake
Chad and 9 for the Horn of Africa regions), as well as
a regional report available on the Trust Fund website®.
This set of reports identifies key gaps and areas of
opportunity for future migration governance support.
Secondly, the teams started the ‘Skills Development and
Job Creation” mapping project, which is based on key
findings and lessons leamt, collected through the MLS
and third-party monitoring data. The learning products
to be finalised in 2023 include: (i) a set of 12 country
case studies presenting opportunities for improved job
referrals, partnerships and capacity-building activities;
and (i) a synthesis of best practices, focusing on
interesting models of skills development and job creation
in the region. These studies will feed into the preparation
of future support programmes and will be presented in
the context of the European Year of Skills in 2023.

Finally, the MLS teams worked jointly on testing an
‘Effects module’ to assess the changes the EUTF for
Africa has brought about. The MLS teams piloted four
approaches, building on the work done on outcome
indicators, or on the analysis of high-level indicators
(e.g. statistical analyses of the correlation between
EUTF and migration, displacement or conflict).
Following this pilot exercise, the analysis of the
EUTF’s contributions will continue in 2023.

1.4.2 Monitoring and learning system for
the North of Africa

Since 2017, the Monitoring and Learning System
(MLS) for the North of Africa region has focused on
results-based monitoring and reporting on EUTF for
Africa programmes. Its first phase was implemented
by the International Centre for Migration Policy
Development (ICMPD) and ran until September 2021.
In December 2021, the InProvE consortium took over
management of the MLS to strengthen the processes
in place to report on EUTF for Africa results in the
region.

The backbone of the MLS is the North of Africa
results reporting framework. It aims to: (i) organise
the collection and aggregation of results data from
all EUTF for Africa contracts in the region, based on
three interlinked levels (overall objective, strategic
priorities and areas of action); and (ii) report progress
against the set of Trust Fund common output
indicators. Operational since mid-2022, the North
of Africa results reporting framework allows for the
necessary level of harmonisation with both the EUTF
Africa and the Global Europe results framework.

Another novelty in 2022 was the development
of an online NOASYS platform to replace the data
collection tool previously used by ICMPD. The launch
of NOASYS was completed in the first half of 2022
with the encoding of 81 logical framework matrixes

and the aggregation of North of Africa output results
data for each EUTF for Africa and Global Europe
indicator.

This year, the new MLS delivered its first annual
report, presenting cumulative results in the North
of Africa region up until 31 July 2022. The report
focuses mainly on results at output level - this is
because methodological challenges to aggregate
outcome data from different contracts still need to
be overcome. Nevertheless, the 2022 MLS report for
the North of Africa region incorporates examples of
outcome analysis extracted from external sources
such as evaluations and results-oriented monitoring.

1.4.3 Results-oriented monitoring (ROM)

In 2022, another set of EUTF for Africa programmes
were the subject of results-oriented monitoring
(ROM) missions by independent experts. The purpose
of the missions was to assess the programmes’
intervention design, organisation, implementation
and potential impact. In 2022, 52 ROM reviews had
been completed or were ongoing: 20 in the Horn of
Africa, 14 in the Sahel and Lake Chad and 18 in the
North of Africa.

1.4.4 Research & evidence facilities

In 2022, the Horn of Africa’s Research and Evidence
Facility (REF) organised its second international
conference'® showcasing evidence-based knowledge
for an improved policy environment on inclusion and
protection of migrants and forcibly displaced persons.
It brought together a wide range of stakeholders,
including from governments, universities, media,
research institutions, the EU, the UN, NGOs, civil
society and the private sector.

Throughout 2022, the REF contributed to policy and
research through several in-depth studies. At regional
level, the facility published two key reports: one
taking stock of the progress of Global Compacts on
Migration and Refugees!?, and another exploring the
influence of technical and vocational education and
training (TVET) on dynamics of mobility and conflict!?.
At country level, the REF published two rapid reviews:
one for Ethiopia®® focused on disability inclusion for
refugees, and another for Uganda, on the case of
urban refugees'*. The facility further published a study,
which analysed return and reintegration phenomena
through the lens of decades of displacement in South
Sudan?®.

This year, the REF reviewed its approach to the visibility
of research findings. A legacy package synthesising
key thematic findings and contributions on mobility
in the Horn of Africa is under preparation. It will be
coupled with a multi-content outreach campaign
targeting key stakeholders in the region and the
development and migration policy communities.

Throughout 2022, the Research and Evidence Facility
for the Sahel and Lake Chad and the North of Africa
regions continued to produce monthly or quarterly
reports providing detailed monitoring and political
economy analysis on migration pattemns, trafficking
in human beings and smuggling dynamics in Libya,
Tunisia, Morocco and the central Sahel (Niger, Chad
and Mali), as well as on any underlying instability
or conflict relevant to irreqular migratory flows and
related business.

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1.5 Communication

In 2022, the EUTF for Africa continued to
communicate about its programmes and
achievements through multiple channels, striving
to make information on its activities as transparent
and accessible as possible. The EUTF for Africa’s
website remained the main way of informing
stakeholders and the general public about the
progress of the EUTF’s work in the various areas,
through the regular publication of stories about its
programmes and updated financial data.

With more than 492 000 page views since its
creation and 700 articles published online, the
website continued to ensure the visibility of the
EUTF for Africa’s programmes and achievements.
In 2022, the website welcomed 74 469 visitors for
179 675 page views. The EUTF for Africa is also
visible on social media, with regular posts and a
successful hashtag (over 50 000 occurrences
of the #AfricaTrustFund on Twitter in 2022).
For technical reasons, the Trust Fund website
will be transferred to a different platform in the
first half of 2023. Preparation work for a smooth
transition began in the last quarter of 2022 and
efforts are being made to ensure the new website
provides the same level of detail and information
as the current one.

In December 2022, as part of the UN High
Commissioner for Refugees’ Dialogue on
Protection Challenges, the EU Delegation to the
United Nations in Geneva and the UNHCR jointly
organised a photo exhibition entitled ‘Lives in
Dignity — a nexus approach to forced displacement’.
The exhibition featured several photographs from
the online photo exhibition of the EUTF for Africa,
‘Stories from Africa”®, launched in March 2021,
and highlights of the Trust Fund’s achievements
towards its four main objectives.

Beyond activities organised at headquarters level,
the visibility of the EUTF programmes was also
ensured by initiatives implemented at country
level by EU Delegations and their local partners,
and by stories collected on the ground and shared
on the EUTF for Africa website. Some examples are
presented below.

In Ghana, the EUTF-funded ‘GrEEn’ project,
jointly implemented by the United Nations
Capital Development Fund and SNV Netherlands
Development Organisation, published a series of
articles and videos to illustrate success stories
and organised several events that positioned the
project as a key forum to exchange best practices
in employment.

As part of the ‘Let’s improve our lives I (‘Améliorons
nos vies !') project, a theatrical tour to promote
peace and social cohesion took place in the North of
Burkina Faso. The play, entitled SABSGO, designed
and staged by local troupe ARCAN, highlights
the values of solidarity, mutual aid, tolerance
and respect for traditions and how they can help
communities to live together harmoniously. The
campaign ran from 15 to 22 December 2022
around the city of Ouahigouya and primarily near
IDP sites.

The Mediterranean City-to-City Migration (MC2CM)
project organised in Seville the first Mediterranean
Urban Migration Forum, with a participation of
350 invitees including mayors from Tunisian and
Moroccan municipalities, EU representatives and
stakeholders all around the Euro-Mediterranean
region. The event focused on discussing the role of
local stakeholders in developing and implementing
local policies that address migration and inclusion.
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This year, the German Cooperation Agency (GIZ)
prepared two films portraying the experiences of
apprentices and employers participating in the
THAMM (Towards a Holistic Approach to Labour
Migration Governance and Labour Mobility in North
Africa) programme. The films present Tunisian

1.6 Next steps

Sustained financial and operational effort is
necessary to maintain progress achieved by
the EUTF in managing refugee and migratory
movements in a more orderly way and ensuring
protection and assistance to those in need. Despite
the progress made, many challenges remain in
the three regions of the EUTF for Africa, including
forced displacement and irregular movements,
placing people on the move in dangerous situations
where there is a high risk of them falling victim to
smuggling and trafficking in human beings.

The volatile political combined with
deepening inequalities, is
exacerbating pre-existing challenges, not only for
migrants, internally displaced persons, returnees
and refugees, but also for the communities hosting
them.

Following the end of the contracting period for
the EUTF for Africa on 31 December 2021, new
operational programmes cannot be funded under
the Trust Fund. Only administrative activities
(including monitoring, evaluation, audit or
communication) can now be contracted.

The cooperation with European Member States and
partner countries on addressing the root causes of
migration and forced displacement will take place
through the NDICI - Global Europe instrument via
the country and regional multiannual indicative
programmes and participation in Team Europe
Initiatives.

Sahel and lake Chad and Horn of Africa

In 2022 several actions were approved under the
regional multiannual indicative programme for
Sub-Saharan Africa. These include:

Flexible Mechanism for Migration and Forced
Displacement (EUR 200 million);

Better Migration Management (BMM) in the
Horn of Africa - phase Il (EUR 40 million);
Free Movement of Persons and Migration in
West Africa Il (EUR 34 million);

Migration and Mobility Dialogue Support
programme — MMD Il (EUR 22 million);
Response to forced displacement in the Great
Lakes (EUR 40 million);

Migrant protection, assisted voluntary return
and sustainable reintegration - MPRR (EUR 170
million).

The above-mentioned MPRR programme in
Sub-Saharan Africa will build on the outcomes
of one of the flagship programmes of the EUTF
for Africa, the EU-IOM Joint Initiative for Migrant
Protection and Reintegration, a regional programme
which came to an end in 2022.

The MPRR programme will continue the activities of
two particularly successful components of the Joint
Initiative: protection upon arrival and individual
reintegration of migrants. This new programme
will place stronger emphasis on sustainability and
ownership, with tailored capacity building aiming
at strengthening partner countries’ structures and
handing over the activities to national authorities.
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Referral systems and coordination with other
actors will be strengthened to increase the number
of referrals of returnees to other development
programmes in the relevant sectors (job creation,
education, health, etc.) The programme will also
maximise the cost-efficiency of socio-economic
reintegration.

Additional  programmes  building on the
achievements of programmes funded by the EUTF
for Africa will be further financed at national level
and/or by different instruments.

One example of such continuity is the GAR-SI Sahel
programme!’ funded by the EUTF for Africa and
implemented since 2017 in six countries (Burkina
Faso, Chad, Mali, Mauritania, Niger, and Senegal)
to contribute to population security and national
and regional stability. Following a transition phase
until the approval of a new financing phase, it was
decided that the programme would continue being
funded under the national multiannual indicative
programmes for four of the countries targeted by
the programme’s first phase. While the EUR 17
million earmarked for Burkina Faso under the AAP
2021 is on stand-by due to the political situation
(coup d’état in January and September 2022), the
Mauritania and Senegal components have been
approved under the AAP 2022 and should start
implementation in mid-2023. Under the AAP 2023,
Niger plans to finance internal security forces and
the creation of one or two additional GAR-SI units
in line with their national security strategy.

North of Africa

In 2022, eight new actions were adopted by the
NDICI committee:

Protection and resilience of refugees, asylum
seekers and vulnerable migrants in Egypt (EUR
23 million);
Protection and integration of returnees,
displaced persons and host communities in
Tunisia (EUR 14 million);
Budget support for better management of
migration flows respectful of human rights
and better integration of migrants according
to the objectives of the National Strategy for
Immigration and Asylum in Morocco (EUR 152
million);
International police cooperation against migrant
smuggling in North Africa (EUR 10 million);
Border cooperation and integrated border
management in North Africa (EUR 6 million);
Strengthening operational capacity of the
Egyptian Navy and Border Guards to manage
migration flows and provide search and rescue
at sea (EUR 23 million);
Regional support to legal migration in North
Africa (EUR 18 million);

- Technical support services (EUR 1 million).

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2.1.1 Main results achieved in the region
in 2022

Greater economic and employment opportunities

The EUTF-funded projects attained important
achievements in 2022. The highest six-monthly
results were achieved on assistance to develop
income-generating activities (IGAs), reaching
84 047 beneficiaries, and on technical and
vocational education and training (TVET), reaching
66 765 beneficiaries.

In addition, programmes funded by the EUTF for
Africa contributed to the creation of, or support for,
16 546 new jobs. This is all the more important
in the Sahel region, where unemployment rates
remain high, particularly for young people, and
are correlated with insecurity and enrolment in
terrorist groups. This issue is particularly affecting
Burkina Faso, Mali and Niger, where young people
represent by far the largest segment of the
population, while their social status and economic
opportunities remain limited. In the first half of
2022, Burkina Faso, Mali and Niger accounted for
57% of all jobs created or supported (9 476 jobs)
under EUTF-funded programmes in the Sahel and
Lake Chad region. Most of the jobs created in
these three countries targeted young people (4
388). Since the start of the EUTF for Africa a total
of 446 878 IGAs, 246 217 TVET beneficiaries and
122 378 jobs have been reported in this region.

Strengthening resilience

The Sahel region is experiencing a breakdown
in basic services due to ongoing conflict.
Since 2021, the struggles households face to afford
food commodities have worsened due to drought
and inflation. Moreover, the war in Ukraine has
severely hit Sahel countries, in particular Mauritania,
Cameroon and Senegal, which rely heavily on
wheat imports from Russia and Ukraine. Trade
disruptions due to conflict and ECOWAS sanctions
on Mali have stemmed the flow of products, with
availability severely reduced in several rural areas.
These factors have resulted in significant hikes in
food prices, which worsened the food security crisis.

During the firsthalf of 2022, EUTF-funded campaigns
on resilience-building practices and basic rights
reached more than 9 million people. As a response
to the food security crisis in the region, most of the
campaigns focused on nutrition (including campaigns
for social and behavioural changes targeting better
nutrition techniques for infant and young children)
and food security, reaching 383 974 people, mostly
in the central Sahel region.

Throughout the region in addition, 8.1 million people
were sensitised to topics related to COVID-19,
often in combination with other health, resilience or
employability-related messaging.

Beyond sensitisation campaigns, significant efforts
were made in the first half of 2022 to support
food security, even though several of the main
programmes tackling this issue have been winding
down. During the period, 127 418 people were
provided with food security-related assistance.

Improved migration management

The Sahel and Lake Chad region continues to be
an important transit area for migrants intending
to reach Europe through the Mediterranean and
Atlantic routes. Along these routes, migrants often
find themselves unable to access basic services such
as health services, housing, food or education, be it
during the journey or in their destination countries.
In the first half of 2022, EUTF-funded programmes
protected and/or assisted 35 840 migrants in
transit, bringing the total to 190 390. In addition
to providing direct assistance to migrants in transit,
EUTF-funded programmes trained 1 321 people on
migrant protection matters.
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Training young farmers in Cameroon: a story of reintegration

Mr. Farel Morel Atanga is a 22 year-old from Cameroon who lived outside of his country for the past
6 years, before deciding to come back. With the support of the IOM, he was able to leave Algeria and
return to his native country where he set-up a chicken cooperative. As he was encountering many
difficulties with his new business, he heard about the training offered by the project “Professionalisation
des jeunes agriculteurs au Cameroun”- ProJACam and decided to participate.

“ | heard about the training offered by ProJACam of the ARCHIPELAGO programme through an
awareness-raising meeting in my village and this motivated me to participate. The training at the
Agricultural Institute of Obala allowed me to acquire new knowledge about chicken farming, as
well as to improve my entrepreneurial skills. The internship with a professional farmer allowed me
to gain additional knowledge and to realise that it is possible to make a living from broiler farming.
After the training, | went back to work. JJ

The ARCHIPELAGO programme aims to strengthen the employability of young people and the
entrepreneurial capacity of SMEs and micro-enterprises in 9 countries of the Sahel and Lake
Chad region. The approach is based on partnerships between African and European private-sector
organisations, together with technical and vocational education and training (TVET) centres, joining
forces to implement dual vocational and entrepreneurship training and support integration of young
people into the African labour market. It aims to respond to the difficulties generated on the African
continent by economic and social exclusion, marginalisation and structural situations of inequality that
lead to irregular migration.

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Promoting local production through entrepreneurship
in Cote d’lvoire

Since 2019, the EUTF has been financing ‘I&P Accélération au Sahel’, an initiative of the Investors and
Partners (Investisseurs & Partenaires) investment fund which supports small dynamic businesses with
high growth potential but deemed too young or too risky to obtain funding from traditional lenders (banks,
investment funds, etc.). The objective is to give these companies access to the financing and skills needed
to foster their development, thus promoting the creation of decent and sustainable jobs in the region.

In Cote d’lvoire, Spices and Sents of Cote d’lvoire (Epices et Essences de Cote d’lvoire -E’Sens) is
one of the first companies to benefit from the programme. The company, founded in 2016 in the
Sassandra region west of Abidjan, is specialised in the production of essential oils of citrus
fruits (bitter orange, bergamot) produced using the fruits of its harvests and supplies from small
producers in the country. Through the I&P Acceleration in Sahel programme, E’Sens receives
seed funding to increase the company’s efficiency and optimisation of logistics, expand the
area of E’Sens plantations and support and evaluate environmental and agronomic issues.

Pierre-Yves N’Goran, co-founder of E’Sens explains:

“ We wanted to relaunch the activity, which was dying. We work with more than 80 planters. As
planters our employees are at the heart of our project, it is important for our project to have a social
aspect. We offer pre-financing for our growers to help them look after their orchards before production.
With the help of our partners, we have set up a programme called the Farmer Business School to enable
our growers to understand the importance of diversification and the management of their portfolio. JJ

@Investisseur&Partenaires
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In the Sahel and Lake Chad region, diasporas
contribute significantly to the development of their
countries through remittances, entrepreneurship,
investment and transnational relationships. In the
first half of 2022, 112 projects and initiatives were
supported by diaspora members through EUTF-
funded projects, an increase of 51% on the results
achieved in 2021.
Improved governance, security and conflict
prevention

The security situation in the Sahel and Lake Chad
region continued deteriorating during the first half
of 2022. In this period, the total recorded numbers
of security incidents (3 723) and fatalities (12 200)
reached an all-time high for any half-year period
recorded for countries in this region in the ACLED
database!®. In addition to its direct victims, the
violence leads to instability, which hampers access
to services and drives food insecurity.

The EUTF contracted EUR 686.1 million to projects
aimed at improving governance and conflict
prevention in the Sahel and Lake Chad region. This
is about a third of the total EUTF Sahel and Lake
Chad budget. In the first half of 2022, 7 279 out of
11 581 people trained on governance and conflict
prevention were local civilian actors, including
community representatives, members of local
civilian institutions and traditional leaders.

In the Lake Chad Basin, EUTF-funded programmes
such as DIZAY and RESILAC?*® gave community
representatives tools to engage better with local
governments and other stakeholders (security
institutions, civil society organisations, religious
leaders, etc).

In parallel, training was also provided to administrators
and representatives of local government institutions to
strengthen their governance capacities.

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Outsame’s story

Outsameis a 25-year old Togolese migrant who
was assisted with health and psychological
care, and with accommodation in September
2022 at Gare de I'Est, Ouagadougou, by the
Burkinabe Red Cross and the Spanish Red Cross
in the framework of the project Assistance
and protection of the most vulnerable
migrants in West Africa. Outsame was found
very weak after being alone for several days,
lying on the floor of the station, without eating.

When the project team found Outsame she was
inasevere state of dehydration, she had trouble
standing, even talking was difficult for her.

She was, nevertheless, able to explain to the
Red Cross that she came from Cdte d’lvoire,
where she had gone to find work and ended up
working as a hostess in a local bar. After some
time, she became pregnant, lost the child and ||
her health began to deteriorate. The owners of ||
the bar did not want to keep her because she
was no longer fit for work. She left the place
and managed to return to Burkina Faso. She
arrived in Ouagadougou and on getting off ¥
the bus collapsed without being able to move. &

Volunteers from the Burkinabe Red Cross
project were assisting migrants at the
arrival station, to help them upon arrival.

Outsame was transferred to the partner
hospital centre and after a few days, thanks
to the medical care and the 24-hour presence
of the project volunteers to help her eat, wash
and take medicines, her health improved.

The Togolese community, alerted by
the services of the Red Cross, helped
Outsame find a solution to return to Togo.

A week later, the project team was pleasantly
surprised to receive a phone call from Outsame
who explained:

“ | have arrived home safely and am with
my family now. | will always be grateful to
the project team for saving my life. If you,
the Red Cross, hadn’t been there, | would

2.2.1 Main results achieved in the
region in 2022

Greater economic and employment opportunities

EUTF-funded projects provided strong support to
economic and employment opportunities in the region
in 2022, with the largest ever half-yearly result
reported on jobs created or supported, equivalent to
27 284 jobs. 2022 saw other sizeable contributions,
including 128 992 beneficiaries receiving support
to develop income-generating activities (IGAs) and
24 215 beneficiaries of technical and vocational
education and training (TVET). To date, 134 413
jobs, 629 764 IGA beneficiaries and 133 686 TVET
beneficiaries have been reported.

Many EUTF projects have continued their focus on
economic and employment assistance for refugees,
young people and women. For example, 21% of
all beneficiaries benefiting from TVET and skills
development support were refugees (28 427). Young
people account for at least 34%?! (45 585) of the
133 686 people supported through TVET and skills
development interventions across the EUTF Horn
of Africa portfolio. Women account for some three
in five beneficiaries of IGA (60%) and TVET (58%)
reported to date, with 379 000 and 78 158 women
respectively receiving assistance.

Strengthening resilience

To address the chronic high levels of food insecurity
in the region, the EUTF has supported numerous
interventions. To date, 4 432 731 people have
received food security-related assistance, including
110 550 people assisted in the first half of 2022,
mainly through agricultural support. EUTF-funded
projects have continued to complement food security
assistance with nutrition support, but this year has
again seen a decrease in nutrition support, with 129
544 beneficiaries in the first half of 2022. This is
largely due to the conclusion of key nutrition support
projects such as the Improving Nutrition implemented
by the World Food Programme (WFP) in Sudan and the

Strengthening Smallholders’ Resilience implemented
by the International Rescue Committee (IRC) in South
Sudan.

In 2022, most health-related outputs remained
relatively stable compared to previous reporting
periods, with 651 963 health-related services
delivered, many of which to children under the age
of five (26%) and to children between five and 18
years old (189%). The first half of 2022 accounts for
the highest half-yearly output ever for health-related
awareness-raising campaigns, with 137 412 people
reached. EUTF-funded interventions also continued
supporting water, sanitation and hygiene (WASH),
with 2 162 020 people supported to date. In 2022
this work focused on construction or rehabilitation
of more than 6 000 WASH-related infrastructures.

Improved migration management

As of 30 June 2022, 88 260 migrants in transit
(around 80%), refugees and asylum seekers (19%),
victims of trafficking (1%) and unaccompanied
minors (less than 1%) have been assisted in the Horn
of Africa through short-term protection measures
or direct assistance such as medical treatments or
non-food items. This includes 6 181 beneficiaries
supported in 2022, a similar number to the 6
256 assisted in the second half of 2021. Through
EUTF funding, four programmes also supported
the voluntary return of 14 862 people, including 1
151 in 2022, many of whom (39%) were migrants
in transit in Djibouti. 2 345 returning migrants (of
whom 839% had returned to Sudan) also received
post-arrival assistance upon return in 2022.

Beyond immediate assistance, EUTF funding also
supports longer-term reintegration efforts that
benefited 24 885 returning migrants to date,
including 2 896 in 2022 (of whom 519% Ethiopian
returnees) who were all supported by the EU-IOM
Joint Initiative (JI) programme. Since the start of
the EUTF, 347 835 people have been reached by
migration-related awareness campaigns, including
57 858 potential migrants sensitised in 2022.

21 59% of the TVET and skill development beneficiaries are adults of unspecified age (above 18 years).




Elman Peace and Human Rights Centre, partner of EUTF in
Somalia rewarded for its work addressing violent extremism

On 16 June 2022, the King Baudouin African Development Prize (KBF Africa Prize) 2020-
2021 was awarded to the Elman Peace and Human Rights Centre, a Somali organisation
dedicated to promoting peace, cultivating leadership and empowering the marginalised
categories of society to be decision-makers in the processes that ensure their wellbeing.

The Elman Peace and HumanRights Centre has beenimplementing the EUTF ‘Strength through tolerance’
project since 2021. The aim of the EUR 4.7 million project is to enhance the partnership between the
Somalian government and local communities to jointly address factors causing violent extremism.

Through a consortium led by the European Institute of Peace, and together with the
Africa’s Voices Foundation, the Elman Peace and Human Rights Centre is working with
young people and women leaders as well as communities. Its local knowledge, extended
presence in Somalia and experience working with civil society beyond the capital,
Mogadishu, are key for the implementation of the action, which will continue until end-2024.

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Finally, EUTF projects have strengthened 252
institutions and non-state actors on migration
management, with 4 320 individuals trained on
migration management in the first half of 2022. More
than half of the training recipients were in Kenya, with
the training focusing on adressing trafficking in human
beings and smuggling. This brings the total number of
training recipients to 29 342 to date.

Improved governance and conflict prevention

In 2022, 73 632 people were reached by
peacebuilding interventions. Almost half of them
(49%) benefited under the Comprehensive Refugee
Response Framework (CRRF) DIRECT project

implemented by the International Rescue
Committee (IRC), consisting in conflict prevention
and resolution activities targeting refugees and
host communities in Burundi. In total, 924 364
individuals have participated in peacebuilding and
human rights activities through the EUTF in the
Horn of Africa. The first half of 2022 represents
the highest proportion (72%) of displacement-
affected communities participating in EUTF-funded
peacebuilding activities in any half-year to date.
To strengthen the capacity of local stakeholders
to support violence-affected populations, EUTF-
funded projects also provided capacity building
to 4 488 staff from state and non-state actors,
mainly on conflict prevention.

Improving teaching conditions in Sudan

to empower future generations

From an early age, Hussein had a passion for
teaching and used to teach his younger siblings
and other children from his neighbourhood.
Now aged 52, Hussein is the headmaster and a
teacher at the Alizdihar Primary Public School.

According to the main international organisations
and NGOs working in education, almost 7 million
of Sudan’s children aged between six and 18 - or
a third of school-age children - are out of school.

Despite all efforts, this figure has doubled in
recent years following political and security
instability, the COVID-19 pandemic, weather
hazards and social-economic hardship.

The EQUIP Il project has assisted the
Alizdihar Primary Public School since 2021.

Hussein is particularly proud of the two new
classrooms,aswellasthesuppliesreceivedsuch
asprovision of chalk, copybooks and sportswear.

He is also grateful for ‘the physical and
psychological support to students’ and
‘training workshops for teachers and Parent
Teacher Association members to make the
school’s environment appealing to children’.

In his view, the results speak for themselves:
“ We managed to prepare two classes for the

state’s final exams, and the success rate was
81% and 65%. JJ

“The successratewhichlachievedasaprincipal
has never been matched throughout the school’s
lifetime, something which makes every teacher
in the school and myself very proud.’, he adds.

More on the EQUIP Il Project:

This EUR 6.6 million project is implemented by
Save the Children as part of the EU Education
Quality Improvement Programme |l (EQUIP
Il) and fully funded by the European Union. It
started in 2021 and continues until 2024, with
the aim of improving the basic education sector
in Sudan. Particular attention is given to the most
marginalised groups living in vulnerable situations,
including migrants, IDPs and refugees, especially
girls, as well as children with disabilities. The
project runs in four states: Khartoum, Blue Nile,
Red Sea and South Kordofan, serving 180 schools
and over 60 000 students

Strengthening regional cooperation to fight
illicit financial flows

Despite recent progress in the area, most countries in the Greater Horn of Africa (GHoA) still have low
investigative capacity andskills to trace the significant flows of money generated by traffickingand migrant
smuggling. The AML/THB GHoA ‘Disrupting criminal trafficking and smuggling networks through increased
anti-money laundering and financialinvestigation capacity in the greater Horn of Africa’ project, funded by
the EUTF for Africa (EUR 4.9 million) and implemented by CIVIPOL, aimed at improving coordination in this
field and the investigation methods used to target Illicit Financial Flows generated by cross-border criminal
organisations that profit from irregular migration, human trafficking and other types of organised crimes.

By its end in September 2022, the project had facilitated the signing of 16 memoranda of understanding
(MoUs) among the region’s financial intelligence units; trained more than 5 600 people (35% female)
across 16 countries on emerging trends such as mobile money and virtual assets/currencies and helped
develop national and regional curricula on financial investigations. In addition, a pool of regional
experts was developed to provide trainers of trainers (66 trainers were certified by the project).

According to the project team:

CF We have trained trainers from law enforcement agencies, financial intelligence units,
immigration services and the judiciary, among others. These trained officials will in turn train their
peers. Eventually, this will create a critical mass within state agencies, as well as regional hubs
of experts, of awareness and knowledge of the modus operandi of trafficking of human beings,
money laundering, smuggling of migrants and terror financing and improved skills of investigating
and prosecuting the perpetrators as well as tracing and confiscating proceeds of crimes. ’J

Following the project’s many successes, EUR 5 million have been allocated to launch a new project phase
targeting illicit financial flows. The funds are provided through the NDICI - Global Europe instrument.
The AML-CFT ESCAY ‘Anti Money Laundering and Counter Financing of Terrorism in Eastern, Southern,
Central Africa and Yemen’ project will build on the achievements of the CIVIPOL programme. It aims to
curb the incidence of transnational organised crime and terrorism in 34 African countries plus Yemen
by improving national response capacities and regional, inter-regional and international cooperation
against illicit financial transaction and money laundering linked to transnational organised crimes and
terrorist groups.

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In the North of Africa region, all activities contribute to
Strategic Objective 3 across the following four priorities:

Protection, voluntary return, reintegration and
community stabilisation

This priority receives the most financial support in
the region, with a total budget of EUR 524 million,
including EUR 333 million for Libya. In 2022,
numerous vulnerable migrants, asylum seekers
and refugees remained stranded in North of Africa
countries, often lacking long-term security and
protection or excluded from the formal labour market
due to their irreqular status. Providing them with
protection assistance and supporting social cohesion
among the host communities remained a priority
of the EUTF in the North of Africa region in 2022.

Since their inception, EUTF programmes supported
the evacuation of 4 653 persons of concern from
Libya, delivered voluntary humanitarian return
assistance to 46 540 stranded migrants in Libya and
provided protection assistance to 160 053 vulnerable
migrants, asylum seekers and refugees across the
region. This included psychosocial support, gender-
based violence protection, temporary housing and
subsistence support, legal counselling and family
tracing, medical treatment and COVID-19 assistance.
A total of 1 261 social infrastructures (education,
health, housing, shelter, energy, water and sanitation)
were built or rehabilitated, and 153 institutions and
non-state actors received capacity-building support
to strengthen service delivery. Some 4 million people,
including in host communities, now benefit from
improved access to basic services and 3 million were
reached by sensitisation campaigns on resilience-
building practices and basic rights principles. A total
of 198 strategies, laws and policies were drawn up
and 10 348 people participated in conflict prevention,
social cohesion and human rights protection activities.
In terms of economic and employment opportunities,
across the region 7 313 people received professional
training, while 2 230 income-generating activities
were developed, 15 495 jobs created and 591 micro,
small and medium-sized enterprises supported.

Manal, knitting her future one
yarn at the time.

“ My entire family is back home in Yemen.
I'm here in Egypt alone with my two girls.
It was very difficult for me to find a job
opportunity that was suitable for my
situation.

At first, Manal decided to develop her love
for knitting and began some self-learning
at home. She purchased cheap material to
get her through the trial-and-error phase.
Later, Manal signed up for Save the Children’s
Masar Egaby programme to start up her own

knitting line.

“ The team was extremely supportive
of my circumstances. My little daughter
attended all the sessions with me
and they all made her feel at home.
Being able to stand on my feet again without
having to worry about my children was the
biggest challenge for me, and Save the
Children got me through it. J’

After receiving her grant, Manal purchased bulk
amounts of materials and started to produce
diverse clothing items and knitted products.
She now attends markets and open days on a
regular basis and has gained the trust of her
customers.

“ Now | know how to negotiate with my
clients and listen to their feedback. | am
also able to determine my target groups and
where | can find them. The programme has
given me the push to succeed, because after
the support | received during the training,
there is no way I can let them down. JJ

knitwear line, attend bazaars as much as
possible and learn how to cope financially with
the economic inflation.
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Integrated border management

This priority is the second most supported by the
EUTF in the region, with a total budget of EUR 285
million, including EUR 175 million for Morocco. In
2022, refugees, asylum seekers and people on
the move continued to face a variety of human
rights violations, combined with high risks of being
abused and exploited along the migratory routes
(risks including hunger, thirst, robbery, extortion,
kidnapping, violent attacks, illegal detention, rape,
sexual abuse, forced labour and death).

EUTF programmes supported nine institutions
and non-state actors via capacity-building or
operational support in areas related to border
management and the fight against migrant
smuggling and trafficking in human beings. 28
items of public and civilian infrastructure were
built or rehabilitated, mainly in Libya, and 50 296
items of equipment supplied (including land and
sea vehicles, IT and technical equipment, personal
protective equipment and investigation or forensic
kits).

3 120 employees of governmental institutions,
internal security forces and relevant non-state
actors received training on governance, conflict
prevention and international human rights
standards, while 122 awareness-raising events
(reaching 34 679 people) were organised on themes
related to safe, orderly and regular migration.

A total of 75 869 migrants in transit, refugees,
asylum seekers and internally displaced persons
also benefited from short-term protection
measures or direct assistance during search-and-
rescue operations, at disembarkation points and in
detention centres.

Returning home to a new life

Ben Hissi arrived in France irregularly in
October 2018 with the hope of improving
his financial and social situation. Given his
previous low level of education and lack of
work experience, his chances of integration
in France were limited. After 6 months
without fixed income and stable housing he
decided to return to Tunisia, his home country.

Mr Hissi withdrew his asylum application
in March 2019 and submitted instead a
new application to the French Institute for
Immigration and Integration (OFIl - Office
Francais de lImmigration et lIntegration),
for his assisted voluntary return to Tunisia.
The OFIl referred him to ‘Tounesna’, the
Tunisian national scheme for Tunisian
returnees, which was created in the context
of the EUTF-funded ProGreS Migration
project, implemented by Expertise France.

After careful analysis of his profile, the
Committee of Eligibility for Reintegration
Aid of the Tounesna Scheme offered him
reintegration assistance via employment
opportunities with a carpentry shop specialised
in custom furniture, which turned out to be an
optimal match. Mr Hissi started with a 3-month
introductory internship, allowing him to learn
the job, master work tools and acquire skills.

After his initial internship, thanks to his
professionalism and motivation Mr Hissi
was offered a fixed contract at the carpentry
shop. He is now thriving as a carpenter
in Tunisia, with a stable job and income.

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Labour migration and mobility

Setting up sustainable legal migration pathways
to Europe is a complex and lengthy process. With
the number of migrants increasing in 2022 and
sometimes even exceeding pre-COVID-19 levels, this
issue has returned to the forefront of policy debates.

Over the past years, the EUTF has been building
capacities in the North of Africa region to improve
labour migration governance, develop innovative
approaches and foster EU Member States mobility
schemes. The total budget devoted to this issue
is EUR 35 million. These pilot initiatives provided
capacity building to 18 institutions on labour
migration and promoted the development of 31
strategies, laws, policies and plans. They also
supported the establishment of enabling structures
and tools in Egypt, Morocco and Tunisia necessary
for piloting mobility schemes with three EU Member
States (Germany, Belgium and France). These
structures and tools took the form in particular
of appropriate legal frameworks, recognition of
qualifications and procedures to identify sectors
and corridors for labour migration based on skills
complementarity. Overall, 753 people received
professional or skills development training to
facilitate reqgular labour migration, while 242
people took part in labour mobility schemes. Six
south-south cooperation initiatives were developed
to facilitate labour mobility between regions of
Morocco, Cote d’Ivoire, Mali and Senegal. In addition,
several labour migration analyses were developed.
These included a study on the impact of COVID-19,
one mapping pre-departure orientation services
in Morocco and one situational analysis on the
regional integration of labour migration policies.

Improve migration governance

In 2022, the North of Africa region continued to
play a complex role in migration dynamics in the
Mediterranean region, as an area of origin, transit
and destination of mixed migration flows. These
flows are composed of people moving for multiple
reasons (encompassing a range of forced and
economic drivers of migration), under different
legal statuses and holding various degrees of
vulnerability.

A total of 12 EUTF programmes contribute primarily
to this strategic priority, with a budget of EUR 43
million. Six strategies, policies and plans on migration
governance were developed or implemented in
Morocco and Tunisia and 4 828 staff from national
and local public entities and civil society organisations
received capacity development training on migration
management (benefiting 184 institutions and
non-state actors). In terms of assisted voluntary
returns, 6 486 people were supported to voluntarily
return to their places of origin, with 545 returning
migrants benefiting from post-arrival assistance
and 2 287 receiving reintegration assistance. On
data collection, management and analysis, nine
field studies and other research were conducted
in Tunisia and Morocco, six information systems
were developed and one cooperation initiative was
supported between regions in Tunisia and France.

This Financial Report is drawn up in accordance with
Art. 7.2 (d) of the Constitutive Agreement of the
EUTF for Africa.

accounting system of the Commission and
made available for the EUTF for Africa. As of
31 December 2022 EUR 623 million had been
received. Contributions received in currencies
other than EUR are registered using the
European Commission’s official exchange rate.

Contributions pledged: total funding for the
EUTF for Africa as agreed by donors.

Contributions certified: contributions supported
by a Commission financing decision. On that
basis, the amount available for commitment

December 2022, the total amount of certified
contributions from the EU and EDF budgets was
EUR 4 438.5 million.

Contributions received: contributions received

On that
basis, the amount available for payment is
subsequently established in the Commission
accounting system and made available for the
EUTF for Africa. As of 31 December 2022, EUR
3872 million had been made available for
payment from the EU and EDF budgets and EUR
4 495 million overall (including contributions
from external contributors).

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CHAPTER 4
MANAGEMENT AND INTERNAL CONTROL



The EUTF for Africa operates in the same general
system of internal control laid down by the
Commission.

It was decided that the EU Financial Regulation and
the rules and procedures developed by the European
Commission’s Directorate-General for International
Partnership (INTPA) for the management and
implementation of its operations are equally
applicable to the EUTF for Africa.

For the North of Africa window, the Directorate-
General for Neighbourhood and Enlargement
Negotiations (NEAR) benefits from a sub-delegation
of INTPA so that the EU Financial Regulation and the
rules and procedures developed by the latter for the
management and implementation of its operations
are applicable to this window.

Once approved by the Operational Committee,
actions are implemented in accordance with the
implementing procedures provided for in the
applicable Commission rules and regulations,
including those applicable to EDF.

As per the Constitutive Agreement of the EUTF
for Africa and given its objective to operate in a
crisis and post-crisis situation, flexible procedures
appropriate to the local environment are used to
ensure that the Fund is effective and responsive
to the needs identified. These procedures are in
accordance with the Financial Regulation provisions
and are set up in INTPA and NEAR financial guides.
Their use needs to be justified on a case-by-case
basis. Both Directorate - Generals keep a register
of exceptions, derogations and prior approvals
granted under the EUTF for Africa, together with
non-compliance events detected during the year.

Project implementation is provided for in direct
management, where the EUTF for Africa is the
contracting authority and signs procurement and
grant contracts, or in indirect management, where
project implementation is delegated to a third party,
namely an EU Member State agency or international
organisation. Candidate entities to be entrusted with
budget-implementation tasks have to demonstrate
a level of financial management and protection

of the EU’s financial interests equivalent to that
of the Commission. International organisations
and Member State agencies have to provide
management declarations on the use of the funds
they are entrusted with.

Ex ante controls are carried out by the EUTF for
Africa staff for all operations/transactions carried
out under the Trust Fund.

In line with INTPA and NEAR contractual models
and audit policy, audits/expenditure verifications are
either provided for in contracts or can be launched
by the EUTF for Africa of its own volition based on a
risk analysis.

The EUTF is included in the Directorate-General’s
annual audit plan. A total of 22 contracts/projects
under the EUTF were pre-selected for audit and/
or financial verification under INTPA's and NEAR’s
annual audit plan 2023, which is still to be approved
by the DG. The EUTF for Africa is also included in
the ‘Residual Error Rate’ exercise (ex post controls),
as are other programmes/instruments managed by
INTPA and NEAR.

The EUTF for Africa accounts are also subject to an
annual external audit.

The EUTF for Africa managers take into account
reports and recommendations of the different
control bodies, notably the Internal Audit Service
(IAS) and Court of Auditors, for the purpose of
providing an assessment of the effectiveness of risk
management, control and governance processes, in
addition to the results of the audits carried out at
the level of contractors/beneficiaries.

The European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF) exercises
the same powers over the EUTF for Africa in its
entirety, including its governance bodies and
the representatives of donors and observers
participating in such bodies, as it does in respect of
other activities of the Commission.
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4.1 Control results

Control effectiveness as regards legality and regularity.

Results of ex ante controls
As of the end of 2022, the ex ante controls had detected a total of EUR 8 096 873 of expenditure that were
ineligible, this ineligible amount being equal to 1.07% of the total disbursed in the year.

Results of external audits
The annual external audit of accounts of the EUTF Africa for the year 2021 was concluded satisfactorily.
With regard to year 2022, an external audit of the accounts is currently in preparation.

Fraud prevention and detection

EU Trust Funds are included in the anti-fraud strategy of the DG of the Authorising Officer in charge.

Therefore OLAF covers the EUTF Africa for anti-fraud matters, and OLAF’s rules on the management of the related
information apply.

4.2 Observations and recommendations made by
the Internal Audit Service / European Court of
Auditors

A report on a performance audit of the EUTF for Africa was issued at the end of 2018. The EUTF for Africa
duly took note of the ECA recommendations and took appropriate measures to address them.

The ECA has planned a second performance audit of the EUTF for Africa. Preparatory work started in the last
months of 2022. The audit will take place in 2023 and the report should be published in 2024.

The Commission’s Internal Audit Service has not yet carried out a review of the EUTF for Africa.
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4.3 Assessment of the effectiveness
of the internal control systems

The EUTF for Africa operates in the general system of internal control laid down by the Commission. In this
framework, the EUTF for Africa has put in place the organisational structure and internal control systems
suited to achieving the policy and control objectives, in accordance with the standards and having due regard
to the risks associated with the environment in which it operates.

Monitoring of the compliance and effectiveness of the internal control systems was done on a continuous basis
by the Trust Fund managers and adjusted and complemented, where necessary.

Exceptions and derogations are applied as needed and when justified, as allowed by the Trust Fund procedures.
This includes derogations from the rule of nationality and origin, as well as reduction of the deadline for
submission of tenders. Approvals for direct grant awards or negotiated procedures of service contracts were
also applied in justified cases. The majority of such procedures are preferably identified initially and therefore
included in the action document of each respective programme submitted for approval by the Trust Fund’s
Operational Committee.

Exceptions, derogations, prior approvals and non-compliance events that occurred during the reporting period
have been registered and documented. A small number of cases of non-compliance events were detected.
They were however identified and duly corrected and reported.

The Trust Fund managers have taken appropriate measures to ensure that the financial interests of the Union
and of the donors are protected by the application of preventive measures against irregularities and fraud,
by effective controls and, if irregularities or fraud are detected, by the recovery of the amounts wrongly paid.
The contracts and agreements signed with third parties authorise the Commission to carry out controls on the
spot, to suspend payments and implementation of actions where serious irregularities or fraud are noted, and
to apply, where appropriate, effective, proportionate and deterrent contractual penalties.
