ARCHIPELAGO’s approach is that of 
an institutional partnership: African 
business support organisations  and 
training centres connect with their 
European counterparts  in order to 
impart important knowledge and 
skills to young people.

Entrepreneurship and dual 
vocational training 

Following an open and transparent 
selection process, the partnership 
projects develop adapted 
entrepreneurship and dual 
(workplace and TVET centre) 
vocational training programmes.
The acquisition of skills and 
aptitudes is validated by a 
certification. 

The ARCHIPELAGO programme,  funded by the European Union, aims 
to strengthen the employability of the youth and the entrepreneurial 
capacity of micro, small and medium-sized enterprises (MSMEs) in 
12 target countries of the Sahel and Lake Chad region. The approach 
is based on partnerships between African and European private sector 
organisations, together with technical and vocational education and 
training (TVET) centres, joining hands to implement dual vocational 
and entrepreneurship trainings and support to integration of young 
people into the African labour market. 

The 20 projects are implemented by consortia comprising a total of 
45 African and 40 European partners in a wide range of economic 
sectors, including agriculture, agroindustry, hospitality, construction, 
electricity, solar energy, port logistics, textile and crafts.

- �An approach based on a prior diagnosis, allowing for a good understanding of the ecosystems 
in which the private sector is operating while also identifying the market needs and opportu-
nities for each value chain, in order to be able to build concrete actions between African and 
European private sector stakeholders.

- �A support to intermediary bodies (employers’ associations, chambers, business associations, 
etc.) in partnership with their networks of vocational training centres, through an Africa-Europe 
institutional partnership approach. 

The European Commission’s ambitious EU-Africa strategy states “We need to partner with 
Africa, our twin continent, to tackle together the challenges of the 21st century and to further 
our common interests and future”. Taking into account this ambition and the lessons learned, we
